New Lanark is located less than an hour from Glasgow and Edinburgh, making it ideally situated as a
destination between both cities - or as a central point for exploring the rest of central Scotland. We are also
within close proximity to other well-known visitor attractions including: Chatelherault Country Park, Sumerlee
Museum of Scottish Industrial Life, The National Museum of Rural Life and the David Livingstone Centre.

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Accessibility & Parking

New Lanark World Heritage Site welcomes everyone. However, the location of the village in a steep sided
valley beside the Falls of Clyde, though picturesque, is not ideal terrain for wheelchair-users and visitors
with mobility needs. The village has been made as wheelchair-friendly as possible; please download our
Mobility Needs Information Guide via www.newlanark.org to help you plan your visit.

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Coach parking: if the distance is too great for
passengers to travel from the main car park, the driver is
permitted to drop off (and pick up) passengers down in
the village (see red dot in map). The coach must return
to park in the main car park (see black dot in map) for
the duration of the visit. Coaches can usually find space
to turn around in the village at the turning point by the
Counting House (see blue dot in map) or in the Hotel
car park.
